If you feel you will be unable to facilitate your child joining any of the ‘live zoom sessions’ to which they have been invited, please let me know.  If you have children in both Preschool and Reception then please feel free to join either ‘catch-up’ session on Friday afternoon – there is no need to join both unless you would like to.  
Phonics
Reception Children: I will be e-mailing parents of children in Reception individually to let you know which Phonics Group your child is in.  You will then need to use the videos (which will be attached to the e-mail) and corresponding worksheets which will support your child’s learning. It is best to try to watch one video and learn one sound per each day – the worksheet tasks can be done after watching the videos or the following day before watching the next video.  Each group will then Zoom later in the week. 
Preschool children
This week, I would like the children who will be starting Reception this September (2021) to join me for a live Zoom session on Tuesday. We will play some listening games and introduce our sound of the week.  
In addition, I have provided some ‘initial sounds’ games and worksheets for those children who would like to try these.  Please be mindful that there is a wide age range within your child’s cohort - some children are almost a year older than others and there is no expectation for your child to be able to read before they start reception.  These activities are provided for older children who are keen to have a go.  
Pencil control activities are also provided – again, there is no requirement for your child to be able to be able to form letters before they start school.  Activities which enable them to build their gross and fine motor skills such a colouring in, playing with lego and other toys which develop dexterity such as using scissors are all beneficial to your child.  

Reading

Please read (ideally polar animals themed) storybooks every day and talk lots about the story, pictures and characters. A booklist of suggestions is provided.  

Maths
Preschool Children: 
· Number of the week: 2 
Please watch Numberblocks Series 1, episodes 2 and 3 – with your child and then talk to them about what they noticed and what they enjoyed and have a go at the activities below.

Encourage your child to be a ‘two detective’ – what can they find around the house that comes in two – this might involve sorting a basket of socks or shoes!
Encourage children to think about what they have two of on their bodies (and which they only have one of|). And try to find opportunities for them to count to two or to give you two of something and to spot/match the numeral ‘2’.



· Shape of the week: Rectangles
Help your child to notice rectangles everywhere, and have a go at singing the following little song/rhyme (below) with your child to the tune of ‘London Bridge is Falling Down’. Older preschool children might like to have a go at some of the 3d shape lessons and activities that I have set for Reception children – see below.
A rectangle has got 4 sides,
got 4 sides, got 4 sides
Two long sides and two short sides
And 4 corners.
Reception Children: 
Watch and play these short clips/songs and games on BBC Bitesize and take part in the Oak Academy lessons and/or as many activities as you can during the week. There is overlap between the lessons and the activities I have set – I would encourage you to use the lessons but have provided activities so that the learning can take place without a device.

Tasks/activities
· Go a 3d shape hunt around your house and garden.
· Look at some food packaging in your kitchen cupboards or recycling box.  What shape are they? Can you find a cube, cuboid or cylinder shape?  Use some empty food packages to build a model – a house, car, castle are a few ideas – but you may have your own. I would love to see a picture of your model and for you to send me a little video of yourself talking about the 3d shapes which you have used.  If you have wooden building blocks at home, then these are a great alternative to packaging but ideally you need a range of different 3d shapes.
· Make a collection of small objects which are 3d shapes and hide them in a bag, then put your hand in and try to describe the shape of the object to your grown up – can they guess the 3d shape?  Next let them have a turn of describing the 3d shapes for you to guess. 

I would really like your child to try using some of the mathematical vocabulary to describe 3d shapes and have included a brief description to help.  

Faces: A face is a flat or curved surface on a 3D shape. For example, a cube has six faces, a cylinder has three and a sphere has just one.

Edges: An edge is where two faces meet. For example, a cube has 12 edges, a cylinder has two and a sphere has none.

Vertices: A vertex is a corner where edges meet. The plural is vertices. For example, a cube has eight vertices, a cone has one vertex and a sphere has none.

Topic - Winter
[bookmark: _GoBack]This week we are going to think about Polar animals. Again, I have suggested 3 lessons from The Oak Academy. Please use the links below. These lessons are appropriate for both Preschool and Reception children and there are some tasks to complete which you can adapt according to what you have available. If you are not able to access the lessons, then you can still complete the activities.  There are also a number of paper-based activities on the website such as colouring in - these are entirely optional.
Polar Habitat - Oak National Academy (thenational.academy)
Lesson 1: To identify features of a polar habitat and locate them on a globe

In this lessons we learn where polar habitats are located on a world map and identify features of them. We also learn some ways that animals have adapted to be able to survive in such extreme conditions. 
Activity: Build an igloo!  You will need a plastic bottle, marshmallows, scissors and glue (or use whatever resources you have instead).
Lesson 2 To name animals that live in polar habitats
In this lesson, we identify different animals that live in polar habitats. We think about the weather in polar habitats and how the animals are able to live in such cold conditions. 
Activity: Creating a polar painting using only our fingertips as paint brushes! OR create a penguin using a cardboard tube – see school website for this.  


Lesson 3 To identify how polar animals are adapted to the polar habitat
In this lessons we think about how polar animals are adapted to their snowy homes. 
Activity: Practise our fine manipulative skills as we make small cuts in paper in order to create a snowflake (as provided on the website).

All Day Chat: Washing up game
Why not play a game of pretend washing up? This activity helps your child learn coordination and communication skills and also helps your child to understand your daily adult routines. Washing up game - BBC Tiny Happy People
Playtime Games: Make your own rainbow
Grab some objects around the house and make your very own rainbow! It's a great way for your toddler to learn about colours. Encourage your child to arrange the objects in colour order of a rainbow, and ask them to describe what they are doing.
 Pretend Play: Teddy bears picnic
Putting on a teddy bear's picnic is a fantastic way to practice role play and develop your toddler's communication.  It's also fun to include siblings or other family members, which will help broaden your toddler's social skills. Teddy bear's picnic - BBC Tiny Happy People
Sensory Fun: Fun with bubbles
Blowing bubbles is a fun activity that also teachers your little one how to take turns. Use simple instructions to help them develop their language. Fun with bubbles - BBC Tiny Happy People
